N.B: For MP3 players (including iPod?) and iPhone®, the original USB cable supplied with your device can be used directly.



Precautions before using for the first time

Make sure the input voltage of your device is between 4.5V to 5.5V

Please read these instructions carefully as incorrect use of Li-Polymer batteries may lead to dangers such
as overheating, fuming, catching fire.

« Do not disassemble or open the main unit by yourself

« Do not throw or knock the main unit containing the battery

«  Keep away from children

«  Make sure the solar panels are clean for optimum results.

How to re-charge your Solarcharger PRO

Solarcharger PRO can be charged in four ways: solar panels, USB port, car charger or mains (sold separately)
Solarcharger PRO can be re-charged more than 1000 times.

The charge level can be checked any time by pressing the “check battery” key.

1. Solar Energy

Solarcharger PRO has 2 high efficiency mono-crystalline solar panels with optimum results under the suns rays
Open the panels of the Solarcharger PRO

«  The4LED's on the unit will light up, indicating the Solarcharger PRO is being charged. They will turn off
automatically as soon as the Solarcharger PRO is fully charged.

To fully charge the Solarcharger PRO through the solar panels takes 6-7 hours depending on sunlight conditions.

2. USB charging
If you have a computer with a USB socket, you can recharge your Solarcharger PRO using the USB charging
cable.
Plug in the mini USB tip (red sticker) to the other end of the USB charging cable and then connect into the
input port of your Solarcharger PRO.
Plug in the USB charging cable to the available USB port on your computer.
The 4 LED's on the unit will light up, indicating the Solarcharger PRO is being charged. They will turn off
automatically as soon as the Solarcharger PRO is fully charged.
To fully charge the Solarcharger PRO through the USB port takes 3-4 hours.

3 Mains charging or car charger (optional)
Plug in the mini USB tip (red sticker) to the other end of the USB charging cable and then connect
into the input port of your Solarcharger PRO.

«  Plugin the USB charging cable to the USB port of the A/C adaptor or car charger.

«  The 4 LEDs on the panel will light up whilst the main unit is being charged and will turn off
automatically as soon as it is fully charged.

To fully charge the Solarcharger PRO through the mains takes 3-4 hours.

How to charge your digital devices with your Solarcharger PRO

You can charge any 5V (input) device: mobile phones, PDAs, portable gaming devices, Bluetooth
headsets, MP3/4 players...using either one of the connectors supplied with your Solarcharger PRO or
with the USB charging cable supplied with your device.

1. Select the appropriate tip for your device and plug it into to the other end of the USB cable. For iPod®



and other MP3 players, you can use the original USB charging cable supplied with your device.

2. Plugin the USB cable to the USB output port of the Solarcharger PRO.

3. Charging will start automatically and you can see it from the charging indicator on your device. It is
normal that the LED lights of the Solarcharger PRO do not light whilst charging your device in order
to optimize the power management.

4. When your device is fully charged, your Solarcharger PRO will automatically switch off to protect
your device from overcharging.

To charge a mobile phone takes approximately 1.5 hours.

Note: If your digital device comes with USB charging cable (MP3 players, iPod®, digital cameras,...), you
can use it directly by plugging it into the USB output port of Solarcharger PRO to charge your device.
Important : In case you try to charge a device not compatible with your Solarcharger PRO (input
voltage greater than 5.6V), Solarcharger PRO will stop working in order to protect the battery from over
discharging. To reset your Solarcharger PRO, you have to re-charge it for 10 seconds.
